2. SOLDER PREFORM WITH FLUX: 
    SOLDER:    TYPE  Sn63 per ANSI J-STD-006. 
    FLUX:         TYPE  ROL1 per ANSI-J-STD-004. 
 
APPLICATION 
1. This part is designed for splicing two tin plated solid conductors having a combined maximum diameter of 1.52 (0.060) and a  
     minimum jacket diameter of 0.76 (0.030). 
2. Part may be installed with infrared or convection heat sources. 
3. Wires are to be stripped 10.16 (0.400) to 12.7 (0.500) and overlapped under the solder preform.
